


COWS AND SYSTEMS OF GOVERNMENT

A] Feudalism: You have two cows. The lord of the manor takes some of the milk (and all of the cream ;).
B] Socialism: You have two cows. The government takes them and puts them in a barn with everyone else’s cows. You have to take care of all the cows. The government gives you as much milk as you need.

C] Theocracy:  You have two cows.  God decides who gets the milk.
D] Fascism: You have two cows. The government takes both, hires you to take care of them, and sells you the milk.

E] Pure Communism: You have two cows. Your and your neighbors help you take care of them, and you all share the milk.

F] Soviet Communism: You have two cows. You have to take care of them, but the government takes all the milk.  (You steal back as much as you can and sell it on the black market).
G] Monarchy: You have two cows.  Milk is produced by decree of the King.
H] Dictatorship: You have two cows. The government takes both for the pleasure of the ruler.

I] Pure Democracy: You have two cows. You and your neighbors decide who gets the milk.

J] Republic: You have two cows. Your and your neighbors pick (elect) someone to tell you who gets the milk.

K] Bureaucracy: You have two cows. At first the government regulates what you can feed them and when you can milk them. Then it pays you not to milk them. After that it takes both, shoots one, milks the other, and pours the milk down the drain. Then it requires you to fill out forms accounting for the missing cows.

L] Anarchy: You have two cows.  Either you sell the milk at a fair price, or your neighbors try to take the cow and kill you.

M] Capitalism:  You have two cows.  You sell one and buy a bull.

the missing N: SURREALISM—you have 2 giraffes.  The government makes you take harmonica lessons. ;)

O] Totalitarian:  You only have cows if the government wants you to have cows.

P] Oligarchy (Plutocracy):  You have two cows.  The milk lobby will determine who gets the milk.

Q] Parliamentary: You have two cows.  Your neighbors pick (elect) people who then pick (elect) someone who will determine the nation’s milk policy.
